Average monthly nominal wages
and salaries of those employed are
calculated through dividing total
labour remuneration fund, both in
cash and in kind, by the average
payroll employment, and by the
number of months in the period.

Labour remuneration fund
includes all occurd remuneration
amounts in cash and in kind
(irrespective  of the source of
financing) for hours worked off, and
also for hours not worked off, but
being paid (for example, annual
holiday), various bonuses, supple-
ments, material assistance and social
benefits.

Index of real wages and salaries is
computed by dividing the index of
average monthly nominal wages and
salaries by consumer price index for
goods and services. Both indices
should refer to one and the same
period.

Average size of assigned monthly
pension (social benefit) is calculated as
ratio of the sum total of the monthly
pensions (social benefits) of all
(benefit  recipients),
registered in the agencies of labour
and social protection, to the number

pensioners

of those receiving pensions.
